Purpose: Provide an easy way for people to conserve water and protect their water supply.

Attend this demo to learn how to detect and repair the most common water leak in a house 
and learn how to conserve water with WaterSense appliances. 
 
Background: 
•  The average household's leaks can account for more than 10,000 gallons of water wasted 
every year, or the amount of water needed to wash 270 loads of laundry.  
•  Nationally, household leaks can waste more than 1 trillion gallons annually. That's equal to 
the annual household water use of more than 11 million homes.  
•  Ten percent of homes have leaks that waste 90 gallons or more per day.  
•  Common types of leaks found in the home include worn toilet flappers, dripping faucets, and 
other leaking valves. All are easily correctable.  
•  Fixing easily corrected household water leaks can save homeowners about 10 percent on 
their water bills.
